It’s ‘60s night at PAWPrint  magazine, and actress/comedian Elaine Hendrix is decked out as that other famous Hendrix.  Okay, so she can’t riff “The Star Spangled Banner.” Maybe that’s because her politics have gone to the dogs!

You wouldn’t know it from her most famous role as the uptight, platinum-blonde gold-digging husband stealer in the now classic remake of Disney’s The Parent Trap, but Elaine Hendrix has a sense of humor!  The kids who spot her on the street may do so with mixed emotions.  “They love the fact that they’re meeting someone from one of their favorite movies, but I was the villain!” laughs the actress, who also performs standup and regularly tours with Margaret Cho in the comedy revue called The Sensuous Woman.  Elaine had fun at our 60s-themed photo shoot--riffing on her last name and wearing the wig she used in her latest film Good Intentions which she also produced.  Although she loves acting, producing is not without its perks – like casting her dogs, Tiloc and Rossmore, in her films.  “Rossmore was in a few and shot some behind-the-scenes footage with me.  Tiloc was a trailer trash dog in Wish You Were Dead and a credited sidewalk dog in Down the P.C.H.  She was paid scale!”

When Elaine’s not making them work for their supper, she’s content to settle down best pals Tiloc and Rossmore, both of whom are rescues.  “They are total lovers.  I got Tiloc (Hindu for “Lasting Tribute”) from a family who couldn’t keep him anymore.  And I found Rossmore on the street I name him after.  He was skinny, filthy, all cut up, and bleeding.   No one was helping him so I stopped and put him in my car. “

Both dogs seem to have been abused, but Rossmore was the worst for wear, says Elaine, who cautions, “The thing about rescues is that you have to learn their personalities and figure out what they need, versus trying to fit them into your lifestyle.”  For Elaine, that meant slowly getting Tiloc adjusted to kids, whom she initially snapped at and instinctively herded; likewise, Rossmore feared men and can still be overprotective toward Elaine when men are around.  “But there’s nothing like coming home to my dogs,” gushes Elaine, who admits that they are also a great audience for when running lines or rehearsing. 

Rossmore doesn’t show much emotion, but Tiloc gets very concerned about me when I perform scenes where I’m upset or angry.  She gets very affected by it, very concerned.  She’ll come up and sit on my feet and then keep looking up at me; then she’ll lick me.  It’s almost like she can’t handle it and she’ll go into another room.  I enjoy discovering thinks like that about other creature – learning heir personalities and what they need.  I really enjoy that, and I get a great feeling knowing that these guys needed a home!’
